46. The Burlington Northern Santa Fe Railway owns the Port of Burlington River Terminal South Dock which is operated by the Burlington River Terminal. The South Dock is used to receive and ship dry bulk commodities, including coal and gypsum rock. The South Dock has berthing space of 195 meters (640 feet) with alongside depth of 3 meters (10 feet) NPE.

A surface track with capacity for 100 cars serves the 5.6-thousand square meter (60-thousand square foot) storage warehouse at the rear of the Port of Burlington River Terminal South Dock and connects it to the main line of the Burlington Northern Santa Fe Railway.
