Cardno EM-Assist configured and deployed our Standard Learning Management System to the Mississippi Army National Guard in 2006.  Our web-based LMS application is designed and configured to manage, track, deploy and report training metrics.  Our LMS is also certified as “networthy” by the Department of the Army and can be deployed to a federal or state server.  Over the course of the next two years, Cardno EM-Assist developed and deployed several web-based training (WBT) within the LMS that focused on environmental compliance, and provided LMS maintenance and support on an annual basis.  In 2010, Cardno EM-Assist was awarded a contract to upgrade the LMS to our Enhanced version that supports Shareable Content Object Reference Model (SCORM) courseware. Environmental Management System Management and Support - Marine Corps Air Station Yuma, AZ

Under a multi-year indefinite delivery/indefinite quantity contract (IDIQ) contract with the Marine Corps Installations West (MCIWEST), Cardno EM-Assist has been providing comprehensive environment training and management support to Marine Corps Air Station Yuma (MCAS Yuma) for several years.  As part of implementing and maintaining MCAS Yuma’s Environmental Management System (EMS), Cardno EM-Assist reviewed and revised the installation’s EMS Manual, reviewed and revised Environmental Compliance and Protection Standard Operating Procedures (ECPSOPs) and Environmental Management Plans (EMPs), and developed electronic environmental media desktop procedures and a turnover document to help support the EMS and associated training outlined in the MCAS Yuma and MCIWEST Comprehensive Environmental Training and Education Program (CETEP) Plans. Cardno EM-Assist oversees and inspects 163 HW sites, 52 universal and used oil waste sites, 12 clean-up sites, and several PCB sites, spill sites, and USTs. We also oversee over 1,000 processes subject to a Clean Air Act Title V Permit, perform over 150 HM audits/year, and update the base SPCC Plan. For the air quality program we perform emissions estimates and modeling, and complete an average of 10 Approval Orders through the Notice-of-Intent process, 10 7-day flex notifications, and 2 Title V Operating Permit modifications per year. Finally, we operate the base HW control facility and permitted Treatment Storage and/or Disposal Facility (TSDF), and, in the process, sample an average of 1,200 containers and process nearly 5M pounds of waste through Hill AFB annually.
We have updated storm-water permits, studied flows and characteristics of Hill AFB’s integrated wastewater collection system, and researched all applicable requirements for water quality management. Cardno EM-Assist conducts audits of contract laboratories, develops training courseware, collects and manages the data, develops Web-based compliance applications, and prepares regulatory reporting documents. As needed we update air quality and hazardous waste permits, and calculate air emissions. We assist with implementation and training on their environmental data system (EESOH-MIS), provide administrative support to the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) program and have the lead role in their HM compliance program.
